· Attend training on methodology, approach, and data collection tools, and ensure adherence to data collection protocols.
· Communicate with the authority to seek permission for data collection
· Carry out data collection (Survey) through field visits using tablets and data collection software (eg. KoboTollbox), conducting In-Depth Interviews (IDIs), Key Informant Interviews (KIIs), and focus group discussions (FGDs) as required.
· Real-time data entry through tablets using data collection software (eg. KoboTollbox).
· Organize the Focus Group Discussion (FGD) and Key Informant Interviews (KII).
· Take notes and record the responses from the FGD and KII.
· Complete daily reports of progress or activities completed, including communicating challenges faced in data collection and the status of data collection.
· Some other administrative tasks related to implementing the research 
· Adhere to all policies and guidelines of the school.
Educational requirement: 
· Completed Bachelor in public health, social science, anthropology, or related field. 
· Previous experience in household/facility-based data collection in relevant fields such as non-communicable disease and/or maternal and newborn healthcare services will be highly preferred. 
Other requirements:
· Ability to contribute in both quantitative and qualitative data collection.
· Excellent communication skills in English and Bengali.
· Ability to work under pressure and in complex team environments.
· Ability to perform extensive fieldwork.
· Both males and females are encouraged to apply.
